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university studying in the specialty 227 — «Therapy and rehabilitation» is the formation of positive motivation
when studying the section of the locomotor system, the indicative meaning of its parts and targeting the practical
application of the acquired knowledge, which consists in the ability to find and use in practice certain important
bone milestones — landmarks that can be examined visually or by palpation. This work presents an example of the
methodology of researching bony landmarks of the body surface, in particular, the axial skeleton. The student first
acquires basic knowledge with the help of a textbook and bone preparations, and visually and palpatingly examines
the bone landmarks of his body. This helps to eliminate a certain gap in the transition from studying the locomotor
system using bone preparations to examining the patient in the future.

Conclusions. A consistent approach to the study of surface anatomy should be used in the training of physical
therapy specialists. The practical application of knowledge of bone landmarks of the surface of the human body is
very important in the training of physical therapy specialists, as well as in the daily practice of a physiotherapist who
assists patients with impaired functions of the musculoskeletal system, as well as in complex polytraumas of the
military state in Ukraine.
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ENSURING AND OBSERVING THE PRINCIPLES OF ACADEMIC INTEGRITY IS ONE
OF THE PRIORITY AREAS OF MODERN HIGHER MEDICAL EDUCATION
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The article gives teachers and students of higher medical education an understanding of their own responsibility
for violating the norms of scientific ethics and forming a system of values, regarding academic integrity. The main
principles of compliance with academic integrity in higher educational medical institutions of Ukraine are considered
and priority directions for improving the quality of medical education are determined. The article also covers issues
of legal responsibility for violations of academic integrity. The International Center for Academic Integrity defines
academic integrity as the observance of five fundamental values: honesty, trust, justice, respect, responsibility and
courage to act. Characteristics of academic integrity can be: academic plagiarism, that is, appropriating someone's
research results as one's own, or a scientific text without indicating the author; fabrication — presentation of fabri-
cated facts or data; self-plagiarism — publication of one's own previously published articles; biased evaluation or, on
the contrary, helping students during the evaluation of their educational achievements, bribery. Also, a violation of
academic integrity on the part of students can be written off. That is why it is so important at this stage for teachers
of institutions of higher medical education to help students have all the necessary information regarding compliance
with academic integrity and responsibility, in case of violation of its principles. Therefore, such components of aca-
demic integrity as justice, trust, respect, responsibility, honesty are at the same time universal human values and a
guarantee of successful development of the state.
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Introduction.

One of the most important and urgent tasks facing
higher educational medical institutions of Ukraine and
foreign countries today is the issue of ensuring and
maintaining academic integrity, which is one of the
priority areas of activity of the modern scientific and
educational community [1]. Recently, there has been
an active discussion of certain provisions of the Law of
Ukraine «On Higher Education», especially those issues
related to the definition of academic freedom and
information, the conduct of scientific research and the
use of their results, taking into account the limitations
established by law [2]. Thanks to science, tools for
economic, technological and social development are
created. While studying in higher medical institutions,
teachers and students must understand their own
responsibility for violating the norms of scientific ethics
and forming a system of values, regarding academic
integrity [1]. The freedom of institutions of higher
medical education should now be implemented taking
into account the peculiarities of providing educational
services in conditions of healthy competition, the
quality of education, its demand on the labor market,
in particular, the departure from the planned education
system [2].

The aim of the study.

To consider the main principles of academicintegrity
in higher educational medical institutions of Ukraine
and to determine priority directions for improving the
quality of medical education.

Main part.

The International Center for Academic Integrity
defines academic integrity as the observance of five
fundamental values: honesty, trust, justice, respect,
responsibility and courage to act [3, 4]. Characteristics
of academic integrity can be: academic plagiarism,
that is, appropriating someone’s research results as
one’s own, or a scientific text without indicating the
author; fabrication — presentation of fabricated facts
or data; self-plagiarism — publication of one’s own
previously published articles; biased evaluation or, on
the contrary, helping students during the evaluation
of their educational achievements, bribery. Also, a
violation of academic integrity on the part of students
can be written off.

As you can see, the spectrum of various violations
is quite wide, and both professors and students of
education can be dishonest. In the case of violations
of academic integrity, scientific and pedagogical
workers of educational institutions may be subject
to various types of academic responsibility:
deprivation of a scientific degree, or refusal to award
a qualification category, deprivation of the right to
hold positions defined by law. Students of education
for violation of academic integrity may be deprived
of a scholarship, tuition benefits, brought to such
academic responsibility as retaking the assessment, i.e.
passing an exam or credit [3, 4, 5]. The psychological-
pedagogical essence of educational information and
communication technologies is the use of the computer
in the learning process as a tool that can be used at
all stages of the learning process: when explaining
new material, consolidation, repetition, control [6].
Information technologies, as well as other innovations

in education, open up new opportunities for studying
various disciplines. First of all, this is manifested in the
fact that they become a means of cognitive activity for
students, develop their creative abilities, and cultivate
interest in the subject. Students have the opportunity
to improve their ability to work with information
technology, learn to create and defend their own
projects, develop logical thinking, independently
acquire knowledge and learn to apply it in practice,
compare, analyze, think critically [7]. That is why it is
so important at this stage for teachers of institutions
of higher medical education to help students have
all the necessary information regarding compliance
with academic integrity and responsibility, in case
of violation of its principles. Nowadays, regardless
of the existing norms of laws, there is often a lack of
effective procedures for evaluating scientific texts for
the presence of various types of academic dishonesty.
Abroad, in European and American universities, it
is quite rare for students to resort to writing off, and
scientists to change the results of research, as liability
under the law is provided for this. Global trends in
the fight against plagiarism are based on progressive
«smart» technologies. They are based on the use of
Al (from the English Artificial Intelligence) — artificial
intelligence, work with ML (from the English Machine
Learning) — machine learning, the involvement of NLP
(from the English Natural Language Processing) and
other leading scientific developments [8].

One of the most high-quality services for checking
texts for plagiarism in Ukraine is Unicheck. It operates
in the systems of at least 450 foreign universities
in different countries, and the number of its users is
about 1.5 million worldwide. Unicheck takes up to 20
seconds to check one page of text, and all users of an
educational institution can work in it at the same time.
Thanks to this platform, you can check the text for
plagiarism very easily and quickly [8].

Therefore, in order to prevent academic dishonesty,
it is possible to recommend the establishment of
independent organizations whose activities are aimed
at resolving disputes in the field of academic integrity
to protect the rights of students and teachers; for
independent assessment of the level of knowledge
of education seekers, it is necessary to develop
and implement computer testing with automatic
assessment of work. It is also advisable to use
specialized software to detect plagiarism [9].

Conclusions.

Adherence to academic integrity is not only an
important factor in ensuring the quality of higher
education, but also an important criterion that
determines which moral and ethical principles will be
formed in students of higher medical education during
their years of study at a university. Because precisely
such components of academic integrity as justice, trust,
respect, responsibility, honesty are at the same time
universal human values and the key to the successful
development of the state.

ENSURING AND OBSERVING THE PRINCIPLES OF ACADEMIC INTEGRITY IS ONE OF THE PRIORITY AREAS OF
MODERN HIGHER MEDICAL EDUCATION

Abstract. One of the most important and urgent tasks facing higher educational medical institutions of Ukraine
and foreign countries today is the issue of ensuring and maintaining academic integrity, which is one of the priority
areas of activity of the modern scientific and educational community. Recently, there has been an active discussion
of certain provisions of the Law of Ukraine «On Higher Education», especially those issues related to the definition
of academic freedom and information, the conduct of scientific research and the use of their results, taking into
account the limitations established by law.

Therefore, in order to prevent academic dishonesty, it is possible to recommend the establishment of
independent organizations whose activities are aimed at resolving disputes in the field of academic integrity to
protect the rights of students and teachers; for independent assessment of the level of knowledge of education
seekers, it is necessary to develop and implement computer testing with automatic assessment of work. It is also
advisable to use specialized software to detect plagiarism.

Nowadays, regardless of the existing norms of laws, there is often a lack of effective procedures for evaluating
scientific texts for the presence of various types of academic dishonesty. Abroad, in European and American
universities, it is quite rare for students to resort to writing off, and scientists to change the results of research, as
liability under the law is provided for this. Global trends in the fight against plagiarism are based on progressive
«smart» technologies.

Adherence to academic integrity is not only an important factor in ensuring the quality of higher education,
but also an important criterion that determines what moral and ethical principles will be formed in the students of
higher medical education during the years of their studies in higher educational institutions. Because precisely such
components of academic integrity as justice, trust, respect, responsibility, honesty are at the same time universal
human values and the key to the successful development of the state.
