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The regulatory framework adapts to the changes that are taking place. Therefore, it was important to conduct
an analysis of government documents related to medical care.

The aim of the study was to study the completeness of the regulatory framework for the main processes of pro-
viding medical care in Ukraine in wartime.

Research of the Laws of Ukraine, Resolutions of the Cabinet of Ministers, orders of the Ministry of Health, the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine before the beginning of the Russian military invasion
of Ukraine and to the present day, using the method of content analysis: from all orders, only those that related
to the organization of healthcare in wartime were selected. To analyze the issuance of orders, official information
resources of the media, the website of the Government Contact Center, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, the Min-

istry of Health, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, and the Ministry of Defense were analyzed.
The provision of medical care to military personnel is regulated by the laws of Ukraine. Current legislation regu-
lates the provision of inpatient emergency medical care, the creation and activities of a military medical commission,

the distribution of roles in the performance of duties.

Thus, the provision of medical care to military personnel is legally regulated and includes various aspects of its
provision: inpatient, emergency care, the activities of a military medical commission, the distribution of roles in the

performance of duties.

Introduction.

The armed invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Feder-
ation, involving both regular ground forces and irregular
armed groups, began in the second half of February 2014
[1]. The Ukrainian parliament officially recognized Feb-
ruary 20, 2014 as the beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian
war, as well as Russia’s first violation of the agreed rules
of troop movement in Crimea [2, 3].

The use of military force against Ukraine in 2022,
when the enemy used massive shelling from cannon and
rocket artillery, direct combat clashes, and the introduc-
tion of precision weapons, led to an increase in the share
of sanitary losses and changes in its structure [4, 5]. At

the same time, since the full-scale Russian invasion, hos-
pitals in Ukraine have been forced to close or operate at
reduced capacity due to insufficient supplies, damage,
or destruction caused by the war [6]. An analysis of the
legislative activities of the Ministry of Health showed its
rapid response and high activity in the first two weeks of
the war. The orders qualitatively covered all important
aspects of healthcare, such as the provision of medical
care, the circulation of medical products, maintaining
medical records, etc. The war in Ukraine continues. The
regulatory and legal framework is adapting to the chang-
es that are taking place. Therefore, it was important to
analyze government documents related to medical care.

The aim of the study.

To evaluate the completeness of the regulatory
framework for the main processes of providing medical
care in Ukraine in wartime.

Object and research methods.

Study of the Laws of Ukraine, Resolutions of the
Cabinet of Ministers, orders of the Ministry of Health,
the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Ministry of Defense
of Ukraine before the beginning of the Russian military
invasion of Ukraine and to the present day, using the
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method of content analysis: from all orders, only those
that concerned the organization of health care in war-
time were selected. To analyze the issuance of orders,
official information resources of the media, the website
of the Government Contact Center, the Cabinet of Min-
isters of Ukraine, the Ministry of Health, the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, and the Ministry of Defense were ana-
lyzed. Using the deduction method, the conglomerate of
relevant orders was divided into spheres of their influ-
ence: organization of inpatient and emergency medical
care; military medical examination, distribution of roles
in the performance of duties.

Research results and their discussion.

The provision of medical care to military personnel is
regulated by the laws of Ukraine, in particular:

1. The Law of Ukraine “On Social and Legal Protec-
tion of Military Personnel and Their Family Members” on
Improving the Procedure for Providing Medical Care to
Military Personnel in Conditions of Martial Law” dated
20.12.1991 No. 2011-XII [7].

2. The Law of Ukraine “On Amendments to Article
11 of the Law of Ukraine “On Social and Legal Protec-
tion of Military Personnel and Their Family Members” on
Improving the Procedure for Providing Medical Care to
Military Personnel in Conditions of Martial Law” dated
01.04.2022 No. 2171-IX [8].

The Law of Ukraine “On Social and Legal Protection
of Military Personnel and Their Family Members” grants
military personnel the right to social and legal protec-
tion, guarantees medical, including their family mem-
bers, material and housing support, and protects in the
event of the death or disability of a military personnel
[7].

On April 1, 2022, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine ad-
opted amendments to Article 11 of the Law “On Social
and Legal Protection of Servicemen and Their Families”

to guarantee proper treatment of soldiers during the
war. These amendments came into force on April 13,
2022 [8].

The updated law creates opportunities for treatment
of Ukrainian military personnel abroad during martial
law. The state also guarantees free medical and psycho-
logical rehabilitation in specialized centers, including
compensation for travel expenses to the place of treat-
ment.

Servicemen who directly participated in combat
operations or defense of the country have the right to
treatment or rehabilitation abroad, subject to the con-
clusion of the military medical commission. The cost of
travel and medical services or medical and psychological
rehabilitation for servicemen abroad is paid from the
state budget of Ukraine. The exception is when these
costs are borne by the receiving party.

According to Article 11 of the Law of Ukraine “On So-
cial and Legal Protection of Military Personnel and Mem-
bers of Their Families”, military personnel have a guar-
anteed right to medical care. This right applies to both
military personnel and those subject to military service
and reservists who are called up for training, verification
or special training. All of them must receive free quali-
fied medical care in military medical institutions.

Thus, the current legislation guarantees the follow-
ing rights to servicemen:

¢ Free psychological rehabilitation.

e Annual medical examination and medical examina-
tion with the involvement of the necessary specialists.

¢ Free provision of medicines.

e Dental medical care.

e Sanatorium and resort treatment.

e Rehabilitation of children of servicemen in accor-
dance with the procedure established by the legislation
of Ukraine.

This document is an important step in preparing
the healthcare system to respond to emergen-
cies, including under martial law.

Order of the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine dated January 10, 2025 No. 69
«On the formation and approval of the
composition of the working group on
the activities of mobile medical teams
of humanitarian organizations» dated
January 10, 2025 No. 69.

This order is an important step in ensuring coor-
dinated medical assistance to the population in
emergency situations and martial law.

The generalized regulatory framework aimed at reg-
ulating the provision of medical care to military person-
nel is presented in table 1.

1. Regulatory andlegal framework for the provision
of inpatient care to military personnel

The organization of medical care for military per-
sonnel in a hospital is carried out in the conditions of
a hospital. The inpatient care of health care institutions
is the most resource-intensive sector, its work is deter-
mined by the order of the Ministry of Health No. 752
dated September 28, 2012 “On the organization of inpa-
tient medical care in Ukraine” [9]. The main provisions
declared in this document determine the structure,
functions and procedure for the operation of hospi-
tals and establish the classification of levels of medical
care, the procedure for referring a patient to a hospital;
types of hospitalization: planned, emergency, self-refer-
ral; optimization of the structure of hospital beds, the
introduction of a day hospital. An important aspect is

quality management, namely the use of clinical proto-
cols and standards, audit, cooperation with medical care
institutions. Thus, this order implements the principle of
continuity of the medical process — from the outpatient
stage to the inpatient stage and back, a transition to an
effective model of the hospital network is carried out,
orientation on the needs of the patient, reduction of un-
necessary hospitalizations.

At the same time, injuries and wounds appear in the
structure of morbidity, which require regulatory regula-
tion.

The need to create an order on a hospital is being
formed. In accordance with the requirements of Article
4 of the Law of Ukraine “On the Legal Regime of Martial
Law” [10], in order to ensure the provision of qualified
medical care to military personnel and civilians under
martial law, the deployment of a hospital is being or-
ganized taking into account the requirements of cur-
rent legislation and regulatory legal acts, in particular
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the Regulations on the Military Hospital of the Nation-
al Guard of Ukraine, approved by order of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs of Ukraine dated 29.07.2015 No. 916
[11]. The Regulation defines the structure, functions
and organization of the activities of military hospitals.
As a non-profit state medical institution of the Nation-
al Guard of Ukraine, the military hospital is designed to
provide qualified medical and preventive care aimed at
preserving the lives and health of military personnel and
reservists [12]. The main tasks of a military hospital are
medical activities, which consist in carrying out medical
practice and providing qualified care to a whole group of
people, including both military personnel and reservists,
veterans and those discharged from service (due to age,
illness, length of service), and family members of military
personnel (except conscripts). Since during the war the
workload on health care facilities increased significantly,
communication between medical workers also required
interaction and this order provides for this possibility
through the task “Consultations and methodological
assistance to other medical institutions”. International
cooperation and the development of domestic science
influenced the formation of the tasks: “Implementation
of the latest achievements of science and technology”
and “Organization of exercises, seminars, conferences.”

Orders on a hospital during wartime may cover var-
ious aspects of its functioning, in particular: ensuring
that the hospital is staffed with the necessary medical
and support staff, in accordance with the staffing table,
as well as remuneration, as substantiated in the order
of the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine of 23.06.2021
No. 173 “On Approval of the Terms of Remuneration of
Employees of Healthcare Institutions in the System of
the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine” [13]. It is aimed at
improving the motivation of medical personnel in the
military healthcare system through material incentives
- surcharges, allowances, bonuses for special working
conditions, length of service, complexity and intensity of
work, etc.

Regulatory changes have been implemented to en-
sure the smooth operation of all healthcare facilities
under the Ministry’s control to provide round-the-clock
medical care. According to the Order of the Ministry of
Health of Ukraine No. 379 of February 25, 2022 “On the
provision of medical care under martial law to service-
men participating in the Joint Forces Operation”, which
regulates the provision of this service to servicemen
under martial law, all wounded and injured must receive
assistance without delay, around the clock and without
fail [14]. They are hospitalized in the nearest medical fa-
cilities that can provide it, depending on the nature of
the injury or damage.

The hospitalization is organized in such a way that
patients are taken to the nearest hospitals that can pro-
vide the necessary assistance depending on the nature
of the injury. At the same time, the planned provision of
secondary and tertiary medical care to the Armed Forc-
es of Ukraine has been temporarily suspended until the
situation in the country stabilizes [4]. The order empha-
sizes that medical care for wounded and injured service-
men should be provided in the nearest available health
care facilities that are able to provide the necessary
treatment according to the nature of the injuries [14].

The requirements of wartime require maximum effi-
ciency in the provision of medical care, so the Ministry

of Health issued an order allowing doctors and other
foreign medical professionals and stateless persons who
are legally in Ukraine to provide it, provided they have
documents confirming the relevant education and pro-
fessional qualifications on a voluntary basis to victims
admitted to healthcare facilities [15, 16].

Changes in the levels of inpatient care provision were
reflected in the following regulatory documents:

1. Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
No. 174 of February 28, 2023 “Some issues of organiza-
tion of a capable network of healthcare facilities”: de-
fines the procedure for organizing a capable network of
healthcare facilities, including the division of hospitals
into general, cluster and supercluster [17]. In this reso-
lution, the legislators took into account such an import-
ant principle of health care as territorial accessibility by
changing the very structure of primary health care and
expanding its services to the population. Particular at-
tention is paid to financing local programs aimed at de-
veloping and supporting municipal healthcare facilities;
improving transport accessibility to healthcare facilities
that are part of a certain network; developing air med-
ical evacuation in all regions; developing human re-
sources through continuous professional development
through training, forming multidisciplinary teams of var-
ious medical specialists in the hospital district.

The concept of a “supercluster healthcare facility”
is introduced - multidisciplinary healthcare facilities for
adults and separately for children, according to which
there should be no more than one per hospital district.
These health care facilities serve as the main center for
organizing and providing medical and rehabilitation care
in the following specialties: oncology; cardiology; psy-
chiatry; phthisiopulmonology, infectious diseases; peri-
natology.

Cluster hospitals are part of hospital districts and
provide medical and rehabilitation care for the most
common diseases and conditions in the territory of the
respective hospital cluster.

For the wounded and injured during the hostilities,
such changes in the organization of health care were of
great importance, as the capacity of military hospitals
was not able to take on such a large number of wound-
ed.

2. Order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine
No. 142 of March 6, 2024 “On Amendments to the List of
Healthcare Institutions of the Ministry of Internal Affairs
of Ukraine”: amends the list of healthcare institutions
that provide medical care to military personnel, includ-
ing military hospitals [18]. This order is part of the mea-
sures aimed at improving the system of medical care
within the structure of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of
Ukraine.

2. Regulatory framework on the Military Medical
Examination

The war continued and the mobilization of new con-
scripts required the creation of qualified military medi-
cal commissions, which was provided for in the next task
“Conducting a military medical examination”. The Order
of the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine No. 402 of August
14, 2008 regulates the provisions on military medical ex-
amination in the Armed Forces of Ukraine, which speci-
fies the algorithm for conducting military medical exam-
ination (MME) in the Armed Forces of Ukraine [19]. The
order defines the purpose of the MME: to determine the

fitness of citizens for military service for health reasons;
who are the subjects of the examination: conscripts,
persons liable for military service, reservists, military
personnel, and candidates for military service under
contract. the procedure for conducting the MME, which
includes a medical examination, analysis of medical
documentation, a decision on the degree of fitness for
military service, and categories of fitness: determined
in accordance with established criteria and include full
fitness, limited fitness or unfitness for military service.

The Regulation is periodically updated to take into
account changes in legislation and practice of medical
care. For example, Order of the Ministry of Defense of
Ukraine No. 262 of April 27, 2024 amended the Regu-
lations, which entered into force on May 4, 2024 [20].
These amendments include clarification of the criteria
for fitness for military service and the procedure for con-
ducting a MMC [21].

3. Regulatory framework for the distribution of
roles and responsibilities in relation to the regions of
medical care for servicemen

The organization of medical care for servicemen re-
quired a clear division of responsibilities. In July 2019,
the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine issued Order No.
389 of July 18, 2019 “On Amendments to the Order of
the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine of 16.11.2016 No.
608" [22], which amended the previous order on the ad-
ministrative-territorial zones of responsibility of Military
Medical Clinical Centers (MMCCs) for medical support of
military units. According to this document, these zones
are established in accordance with the military-adminis-
trative division of the territory of Ukraine, approved by
the Decree of the President of Ukraine of February 5,
2016, No. 39/2016 [23]. Each MMC is responsible for the
medical support of military units stationed in a particular
region. The areas of responsibility are determined by the
heads of the MMCs, taking into account the territorial
location of military units and medical institutions of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine. This ensures efficient organi-
zation of medical care and logistics within the respective
regions. As shown in table 2, Poltava region was subor-
dinated to the National Military Medical Clinical Center
“Main Military Clinical Hospital (Ukraine)” (Kyiv)

4. Regulatory and legal framework for emergency
care

In the context of a large-scale war, approaches to the
organization of medical care have undergone significant
changes - the emphasis has shifted from planned, rou-
tine treatment to the principles of disaster medicine,
when it is necessary to save a large number of victims
with limited resources and capabilities. In response, the
Ministry of Healthcare issued an order on the first day of
the war to prioritize the provision of care.

The key to this process was the Emergency Medical
Care Standard entitled “Medical Triage for Mass Casu-
alties at the Early Hospital Stage”. This document intro-
duces a clear algorithm of actions for medical workers in
emergency departments to quickly assess the condition
of patients and divide them into groups depending on
their severity.

The algorithm is based on the analysis of key clini-
cal indicators: consciousness, breathing, cardiac activity,
respiratory rate, and blood circulation. Thanks to this,
doctors can quickly and accurately determine the condi-
tion of the victim and decide what kind of help he or she
needs in the first place, as well as where to refer him or
her for further treatment, taking into account the avail-
able resources and capabilities of the healthcare facility
[24].

The creation of mobile medical groups is based on
Article 4 of the Law of Ukraine “On the Legal Regime of
Martial Law”, Order of the General Staff of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine of 11.02. 2019 No. 60 “On Approv-
al of the Guidelines for Medical Support of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine for a Special Period” [4, 10, 25] to
ensure prompt medical care for military personnel and
civilians under martial law, Order of the Ministry of
Health of Ukraine No. 69 “On the Establishment and
Approval of the Working Group on the Activities of Mo-
bile Medical Teams of Humanitarian Organizations” of
10.01.2025[26].

Order No. 60 of the General Staff of the Armed Forc-
es of Ukraine dated February 11, 2019, approves the
Guidelines for Medical Support of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine for a Special Period. This document is a key regu-
latory act that governs the organization and functioning
of the medical support system of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine in the context of martial law or armed conflict.
The main provisions of the Guideline are the organiza-
tion of medical support, which defines the structure and
functional responsibilities of medical units, healthcare
facilities and medical support management bodies at all
levels. Medical evacuation measures: describes the pro-
cedure for medical evacuation of the wounded and sick,
including the stages of medical care and interaction be-
tween units. Medical triage and evacuation: Establishes
the principles of medical triage, evacuation prioritization
criteria, and methods of casualty transportation. Role of
medical units: Describes the tasks and responsibilities
of the medical services of military units, formations and
health care institutions of the Ministry of Defense of
Ukraine [25, 26].

The content analysis of the legal framework of the
Laws of Ukraine, the Cabinet of Ministers’ Resolution,
orders of the Ministry of Health, the Ministry of Inter-
nal Affairs, the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine, allowed
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us to establish the coordination of the activities of state
bodies aimed at organizing medical care for servicemen
during the war, and showed that the jurisprudence on
this topic has a vertical orientation, which starts from
laws to resolutions and orders of the relevant depart-
ments. The change in the organization of inpatient care
took place under the auspices of Article 4 of the Law of
Ukraine “On the Legal Regime of Martial Law” of 2015.
It was important to include the Ministry of Health in the
provision of medical care to wounded soldiers when
they opened the doors of powerful healthcare facilities
that were intended for civilians by their order. This doc-
ument expanded the possibilities for treating wounded
and injured servicemen, among others. The Regulation
on Military Hospital allowed to streamline the stages
of evacuation and treatment by determining the capa-
bilities of this institution. The continuation of the war
meant that soldiers returning from the front, as well as
those mobilized, would need to be examined for fitness
for military service, so it was important to amend the
order on the military hospital. The delimitation of the
territory in terms of the distribution of responsibilities
between regions made it possible to direct soldiers
during evacuation to the proper destinations. The cre-
ation of mobile groups and medical triage made it possi-
ble to bring medical care closer and make it more.

Conclusions.

Thus, the provision of medical care to servicemen is
legally regulated and includes various aspects of its pro-

vision: inpatient care, emergency care, the activities of
the military medical commission, and the distribution of
roles of duty:

1. It has been established that inpatient care for mil-
itary personnel is guaranteed by orders of the Ministry
of Health, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Ministry of
Defense, which define the structure, functions of hos-
pitals and the algorithm for providing medical care in
health care facilities.

2. It was determined that military operations caused
human losses, and at the same time required mobilized
and restored soldiers to perform their tasks, for this pur-
pose the Ministry of Defense created an order on the
military medical commission.

3. It was found out that in order to evenly load the
health care institutions, the MoD regulates the distribu-
tion of roles in the performance of medical care duties
for military personnel by order.

4. It was found that the medical triage of patients
in situations where the number of victims significantly
exceeds the usual capabilities of the medical system is
subordinated to the order of the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine.

Prospects for further research.

Further research work is aimed at studying compli-
ance with existing regulatory mechanisms at the level
of health care facilities that provide medical care to the
military and conducting a qualitative analysis of medical
care.

ANALYSIS OF THE REGULATORY FRAMEWORK FOR PROVIDING MEDICAL CARE TO MILITARY PERSONNEL AND
CIVILIANS DURING WARTIME

Abstract. Russia’s armed aggression against Ukraine with the use of regular troops and illegal armed formations
began in February 2014, the full-scale invasion of 2022 was already accompanied by intensive shelling, direct battles
and the use of high-precision weapons, which affected the structure of sanitary losses. At the same time, many
medical institutions were forced to stop work or reduce capacity due to hostilities. The Ministry of Health respond-
ed quickly, promptly issuing orders on the provision of assistance, circulation of medical products and maintenance
of documentation. The war continues, and the regulatory framework continues to adapt to new conditions, which
requires further analysis of government decisions in the field of healthcare.

Thus, the purpose of the study was to examine the completeness of the regulatory framework of the main pro-
cesses of providing medical care in Ukraine in wartime conditions.

To implement the study, the method of content analysis of the Laws of Ukraine, Resolutions of the Cabinet of
Ministers, orders of the Ministry of Health, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine before
the beginning of the Russian military invasion of Ukraine and to the present day was used, and those related to the
organization of healthcare in wartime were taken into account. Using the deduction method, the conglomerate of
relevant orders was divided into spheres of their influence: the organization of inpatient, emergency medical care;
military medical examination, the distribution of roles in the performance of duties.

The provision of medical care to military personnel is regulated by the laws of Ukraine, in particular “On Social
and Legal Protection of Military Personnel and Their Family Members” on Improving the Procedure for Providing
Medical Care to Military Personnel under Martial Law” dated 20.12.1991 No. 2011-XIl and “On Amendments to Ar-
ticle 11 of the Law of Ukraine “On Social and Legal Protection of Military Personnel and Their Family Members” on
Improving the Procedure for Providing Medical Care to Military Personnel under Martial Law” dated 01.04.2022 No.
2171-IX. Other regulatory documents regulating the provision of medical care to military personnel were analyzed
depending on the spheres of influence: the provision of inpatient care to military personnel, the organization and
conduct of a military medical commission, the distribution of roles in the performance of duties in relation to the
regions of providing medical care to military personnel and the provision of emergency care.

It was established that the provision of medical care to military personnel is legally regulated and includes vari-
ous aspects of its provision: inpatient, emergency care, the activities of the military medical commission, the distri-
bution of roles in the performance of duties.
