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Ukraine currently lacks a clear regulatory list of services classified as “medical services” within the fields of aes-
thetic medicine and cosmetology. In this context, it is advisable to use the National Classifier of Economic Activities
and the State Classifier of Products and Services to distinguish between aesthetic and medical (cosmetic, cosmeto-
logical) services.

The aim of this study is to summarise the concepts regarding the scope of beauty services in Ukraine, their types,
and the regulatory framework. The object and methods of the study include a systematic approach, bibliometric
analysis, and content analysis.

The beauty market in Ukraine covers both aesthetic and cosmetic services provided in salons, studios, and medi-
cal clinics. Aesthetic procedures that do not require medical intervention (such as hair care, manicures, and makeup)
can be performed by individuals without medical training. Cosmetology services, on the other hand, are considered
medical practices and require licensing, the use of medical equipment, and invasive procedures (injections, hardware
techniques, plastic surgery). Their provision is requlated by legislation in the fields of healthcare and consumer pro-
tection. However, the lack of clear regulatory boundaries between aesthetic and cosmetology services indicates the

need for their legislative definition.

There is a lack of regulatory framework for activities in the field of beauty, as well as standards for the provision
of aesthetic and cosmetology services in healthcare facilities.

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Introduction.

Recently, the provision of beauty services has in-
creased significantly due to growing demand for aes-
thetic and cosmetic treatments, as well as the rapid ex-
pansion of beauty salons and specialised departments
within healthcare institutions offering a range of ser-
vices, from aesthetics to various injections and plastic
surgery [1, 2].

Currently, Ukraine lacks a clear list of healthcare ser-
vices, particularly in the fields of aesthetic medicine and
cosmetology, that fall under the definition of “medical
service”. Therefore, when categorising services into aes-
thetic and medical (cosmetic, cosmetological), reference
should be made to the National Classifier of Economic
Activities and the State Classifier of Products and Ser-
vices [3, 4].

The aim of the study.

To summarise the concept of beauty services in
Ukraine, their specific types, and the regulatory frame-
work governing the beauty market.

Object and research methods.

This review was conducted using a systematic ap-
proach to analysing scientific sources, regulatory and
legal acts, and international and national standards
governing the provision of cosmetology services. A liter-

ature search was performed in the scientific databases
PubMed, Scopus, Web of Science, and Google Scholar,
as well as in the official sources of the Ministry of Health
of Ukraine and the World Health Organization (WHO).
The analysis included publications from 2000 to 2024
addressing the medical aspects of cosmetology, using
keywords such as licensing, qualification requirements
for specialists, invasive techniques, and beauty special-
ists.

The methodological basis of the study comprised:

— bibliosemantic analysis, which enabled the system-
atisation of terminology in the field of cosmetology as a
medical practice;

— content analysis, used to identify key themes and
concepts in regulatory documents and professional pub-
lications;

— comparative legal analysis, applied to contrast in-
ternational experience in regulating medical cosmetolo-
gy services with Ukrainian practice.

During the study, a critical assessment of sources
was conducted according to criteria including relevance,
scientific novelty, reliability, and applicability to the sub-
ject of the review.

In forming conclusions, the requirements of formal
logic regarding consistency, certainty, and validity of
judgements were employed.

Main part.

The Ukrainian beauty market, which began to devel-
op actively in the 2000s, now offers consumers a wide
range of aesthetic and cosmetic services. These services
range from procedures using cosmetic products and
non-medical instruments to addressing aesthetic con-
cerns through regenerative, laser, and plastic cosmetolo-
gy, which are becoming increasingly popular among the
Ukrainian population.
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According to the Ukrainian Classification of Profes-
sions, the beauty industry includes the following profes-
sional gradations [5-9]:

The field of cosmetology services in Ukraine encom-
passes a wide range of professions, classified according
to the National Classification of Professions DK 003:2010.
These specialists differ in their levels of medical training,
areas of competence, and the scope of procedures they
are authorised to perform. Their activities are conven-
tionally divided into five main professional categories.

1. Employees in the Trade and Services Sector (code
KP 5141).

This category includes skilled workers such as hair-
dressers, manicurists, pedicurists, makeup artists, pastry
chefs, and cosmetologists. Their professional activities
involve performing aesthetic procedures that do not
break the skin or affect deep tissues. Within their scope
of competence, these specialists carry out manual and
hardware procedures aimed at preventing skin issues
and maintaining hygiene of the facial and body skin.
Additionally, they provide services related to creating a
stylised image, which includes makeup (including face
art and body art), hairstyling, and the selection of cloth-
ing and accessories.

2. Mid-level Medical Specialists — Nurse for Cosmetic
Procedures (code KP 3231).

These specialists provide cosmetic assistance under
the supervision of a doctor, following their instructions.
Within their competence, they perform cosmetic pro-
cedures such as skin cleansing and mask applications,
physiotherapy techniques, and various types of massage
— including cosmetic, plastic, and therapeutic. Further-
more, they apply methods of therapeutic and preventive
skin care tailored to individual characteristics, conduct
cosmetic gymnastics, and advise patients on the selec-
tion and use of cosmetic products.

3. Medical Professionals (code KP 2221.2).

This category includes doctors authorised to perform
invasive cosmetic procedures and plastic surgery.

A dermatological surgeon specialises in identifying
aesthetic skin defects and correcting them using modern
medical technologies. Their repertoire includes surgical
hair transplantation methods, injection of fillers and
botulinum toxin, contouring, as well as hardware tech-
nologies such as microneedle therapy, lasers, photody-
namic therapy, chemical peels, cryotherapy, and ultra-
violet irradiation. The doctor also provides professional
recommendations for comprehensive cosmetic care.

A plastic surgeon provides highly specialised care
to patients with congenital or acquired appearance de-
fects. Their responsibilities include performing aesthet-
ic, reconstructive, and functional plastic surgery, par-
ticularly on the face, eyelids, and neck, as well as hair
transplantation and providing medical support through-
out the surgical cosmetology process.

4. Pharmacy Professionals (code KP 2224.2).

A pharmacist-cosmetologist is a specialist who com-
bines knowledge of pharmacy and cosmetology. Their
professional duties include advising on the rational
use of cosmetic products and performing non-invasive
cosmetic procedures (including hardware procedures),
except those requiring medical indications. They partic-
ipate in the development of new formulas for perfumes
and cosmetics, organise the technological process of
their production, ensure quality control, certify and

standardise products, and study the effectiveness and
safety of these products. Continuous professional devel-
opment is an essential part of their professional activity.

5. Professionals in the Field of Dentistry (code KP
2222.2).

Within the framework of dental specialisation, the
cosmetic aspect is implemented through the following
areas:

A dentist-therapist performs aesthetic restoration
procedures aimed at restoring the shape, colour, and
functionality of teeth.

Maxillofacial surgeons and dental surgeons perform
surgical treatments for congenital and acquired deformi-
ties of the maxillofacial region, including aesthetic plas-
tic surgery on the soft tissues of the face, dental implan-
tation, reconstructive and restorative interventions, and
the use of extraoral implants and exoprostheses.

An orthopaedic dentist specialises in restoring the
chewing function and aesthetics of the dentofacial sys-
tem by manufacturing and fitting prostheses, splints,
and appliances, as well as performing prosthetics across
various age groups, including the use of complex mould-
ed structures.

In the current context, there is rapid growth in de-
mand for aesthetic and cosmetic services in Ukraine,
necessitating improvements in the regulatory and legal
frameworks in this area. Despite the existence of individ-
ual regulatory acts, the lack of a comprehensive legisla-
tive approach results in legal uncertainty and potential
risks for consumers [10, 11].

The field of aesthetic services encompasses a wide
range of procedures that do not require medical inter-
vention, including haircuts, hair dyeing, manicures, ped-
icures, and makeup. These services are regulated by the
National Classifier of Economic Activities DK 009:2010
(class 96.02) and do not require medical education or
a licence to practise medicine. However, the absence of
clear standards and qualification requirements for work-
ers in this field can lead to inconsistencies in service
quality and potential risks to consumer health [12].

Cosmetology services, which include injection pro-
cedures, hardware therapy, laser interventions, and
other medical manipulations, fall under the category of
specialised medical practice (class 86.22 DK 009:2010).
Provision of these services requires appropriate medical
education and a medical practice licence. However, the
lack of clearly defined standards for delivering such ser-
vices, coupled with insufficient oversight of compliance
with safety requirements, creates risks for patients and
complicates accountability in cases of violations [6, 13-
18].

In 2024, Ukraine adopted Technical Regulations for
Cosmetic Products, harmonising national legislation
with the requirements of the European Union, in par-
ticular Regulation (EC) No 1223/2009. This regulation
establishes requirements for the safety, labelling, com-
position, and manufacture of cosmetic products and
mandates compliance with good manufacturing practice
(GMP) in accordance with EN ISO 22716:2007. The im-
plementation of this regulation contributes to improv-
ing the quality and safety of cosmetic products on the
Ukrainian market [19-22].

Despite these advances, there remains a need to
adopt a dedicated law, “On Cosmetology Activities in
Ukraine,” which would clearly define the concepts of
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cosmetology and aesthetic services, establish qualifica-
tion requirements for specialists, set standards for ser-
vice provision, and create mechanisms for monitoring
compliance. It is also necessary to develop and approve
a procedure for the state accreditation of cosmetology
establishments, thereby ensuring an adequate level of
quality and safety of the services provided [23-25].

An analysis of legal regulation in the field of aesthetic
and cosmetology services in Ukraine has revealed signif-
icant regulatory gaps that hinder the effective function-
ing of the market and create risks for both consumers
and businesses. Despite the existence of separate pro-
visions in national classifiers and industry regulations,
there are currently no clear, legally established defini-
tions of the terms “aesthetic services” and “cosmetology
services”, nor criteria for distinguishing between them
or mechanisms for controlling the quality and safety of
procedures.

Particular attention should be paid to establishing
regulatory requirements for the qualifications of indi-
viduals providing such services. In the field of aesthetic
services, persons without medical education are per-
mitted to perform activities which, in the absence of
proper state certification, may pose risks to consumer
health. Conversely, the provision of cosmetology ser-
vices involving medical intervention requires a licence
and certified education; however, mechanisms for ver-
ifying compliance with these requirements in practice
are often ineffective.

In view of the above, it is necessary to adopt a ded-
icated legislative act that would regulate the concept,
classification, scope, provision procedures, and quality
standards of aesthetic and cosmetology services, as well
as establish clear requirements for professional training,
licensing, state supervision, and liability for violations.

The creation of a transparent and unified regulato-
ry framework will not only contribute to the protection
of patients’ and consumers’ rights but also promote the
development of the industry in accordance with Europe-
an standards and support Ukraine’s integration into the
global market for medical and cosmetology services.

Conclusions.

The study found that the cosmetology sector in
Ukraine continues to develop rapidly, driven by growing
public demand for aesthetic and medical beauty ser-
vices.
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Despite the significant practical potential of this in-
dustry, Ukraine still lacks a systematic regulatory and
legal framework that clearly distinguishes aesthetic ser-
vices from cosmetology (medical) services, establishes
qualification requirements for specialists, and defines
criteria for the quality of services provided.

National classifiers of economic activities and profes-
sions partially outline the structure of the beauty market
but do not provide an adequate level of legal certainty
or consumer safety. Particular attention should be given
to establishing requirements for the education level and
medical competence of personnel performing invasive
procedures.

The existing regulatory framework, including the
Technical Regulation on Cosmetic Products (2024),
which is harmonised with European legislation, creates
favourable conditions for improving product safety and
quality standards but does not cover aspects related to
medical intervention. In the field of aesthetic services
that do not involve skin intervention or the use of me-
dicinal products, the absence of qualification standards
and mandatory state certification is a cause for concern,
given the potential risks to consumer health.

For the further development of the industry and the
protection of patients’ rights, it is necessary to adopt a
special law, “On Cosmetology Activities”, which would
establish definitions and requirements for service pro-
viders, procedures for the accreditation of institutions,
and provide for state control over compliance with pro-
fessional standards.

The study confirms the need for further research into
the views of both medical and non-medical profession-
als, as well as patients, with the aim of developing a uni-
fied approach to the regulatory classification, licensing,
and oversight of cosmetology services in Ukraine.

Prospects for further research.

A promising direction in organising the provision
of cosmetology services is the development of a clear
classification and/or systematic list of such services, the
definition of regulatory conditions and procedures for
their provision, as well as a comprehensive analysis of
consumer demand for specific types of services. This
will enable effective planning of staffing, materials, and
technical resources in healthcare institutions, contribut-
ing to the improvement of service quality and the devel-
opment of a balanced management system within the
industry.

LEGAL REGULATION OF THE BEAUTY MARKET IN UKRAINE

Kotyk N. O., Yashchenko Yu. B.

Abstract. Currently, in Ukraine’s healthcare sector, particularly in the fields of aesthetic medicine and cosmetology,
there is no clearly defined list of services that fall under the term “medical service.” Therefore, the classification of
services into aesthetic and medical (cosmetic, cosmetological) should be based on the National Classification of
Economic Activities and the State Classifier of Products and Services.

The modern beauty services market in Ukraine encompasses a wide range of aesthetic and
cosmetological services provided in various institutions — from beauty salons and studios to medical clinics. Aesthetic
services that do not involve medical intervention include routine personal care procedures (e.g., hair care, manicure,
makeup), and can be performed by individuals without medical education. In contrast, cosmetological services, as
a part of specialized medical practice, require appropriate licensing, the use of medical equipment, and invasive
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procedures such as injections, hardware-based treatments, and plastic surgery. These activities are regulated by
healthcare legislation and consumer protection laws. However, the national legal framework lacks clear criteria to
distinguish between aesthetic and cosmetological services, highlighting the need for legal regulation in this area.
Conclusions. The analysis indicates the absence of legislative regulation governing the provision of beauty
services, including standards for aesthetic and cosmetological services within healthcare institutions.

CONGENITAL PENILE DEVIATIONS:

A REVIEW OF THE PROBLEM AND TREATMENT APPROACHES

The paper addresses the issues of classification and preoperative counselling, outlines surgical treatment meth-
ods and postoperative complications, and presents psychosexual assessments of surgical outcomes in patients with
penile deviations. Congenital penile deviation (CPD) is a relatively rare condition that may present in late adoles-
cence or early adulthood. Its reported incidence ranges from 0.04% to 0.6%; however, the clinical significance of CPD
is considerably lower, as the degree of curvature and associated sexual dysfunction vary widely. For decades, penile
corporoplasty has been the standard treatment for congenital penile curvature. The aim of this surgical technique is
to correct the curvature and restore both anatomical and sexual function in affected patients. The first surgical ap-
proach to CPD was described by Nesbit and involves excising a horizontal ellipse (or ellipses) of the tunica albuginea
on the convex side of the curvature, followed by closure with non-absorbable sutures. Many authors have proposed
modifications to the Nesbit technique in an effort to reduce penile shortening, the need for mobilisation of the neuro-
vascular bundle, and the occurrence of palpable postoperative sutures (suture granulomas). Typically, most authors
report solely on the anatomical correction of penile curvature, without considering the impact of surgery on quality
of life (Qol). In this study, favourable anatomical outcomes correlated with significant improvements in sexual re-
lations, self-esteem, interpersonal relationships, and overall confidence. The author highlights the significance of
delayed diagnosis of CPD and its consequences for the psychosocial development and quality of life of adolescents.
